Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

1.      The Meeting was called to order at 7:12pm by President Jerry Riddle. 

2.       Roll call established a quorum of the Board; Present: Jerry Riddle, Frank

            Credendino, Adam Kemp, Bernie Embden and Frank Marino

Chuck Fuller, Bob Capuro, Greg Gelyon and Dave Gursky were absent with

explanation and apologies. 

            16 Homeowners were present.

3.       Motion by Bernie Embden/second by Adam Kemp and carried

            unopposed that the reading of the previous Meeting held February 10, 2004,

            be waived and approved as read.

4.       Motion by Frank Credendino/second by Bernie Embden and carried

            unopposed that the reading of the Special Meeting for Deer Run held

            February 10, 2004, be waived and approved as read.

5.       Old Business: Nine Eagles Perimeter Cleanup/Improvement

By motion Frank Credendino/second Frank Marino and carried unopposed to accept Raymow’s bid in the amount of $1,360.00 to complete the clearing north and south of the main entrance.

6.       Old Business: Tree Grant

The Tree Grant plan has been completed and was presented to the Board.  By motion Adam Kemp/second by Frank Credendino and carried unanimously to accept the design plan and move forward with the Tree Grant approval process at the County.

By motion Bernie Embden/second Frank Credendino and carried unopposed to install trees not to exceed the sum of $500 to close up opening at south of property abutting Nine Eagles Drive. 

7.       Old Business:  Well at Tar Flower

By motion Frank Marino/second by Bernie Embden and carried unopposed to accept Raymows bid in the amount of $2,245.00 to install back flow preventers at pumps #1,#2 & #3 and convert #3 to galvanized piping.  In addition verbal bid of $1,700 (approx) to convert #3 to pressure system without the need to change panel due to 3-phase power OR $2,500 (approx) if replacement of the panel is necessary was accepted to accomplish total work required. 

8.      Old Business: Bank Seeding

     By motion Frank Credendino/second by Bernie Embden and carried 

     unopposed for Central Florida Grassing Company to proceed early April 

     with pond bank hydro-seeding proposal at an amount not to exceed $4K. 

9.      Old Business:  Sawgrass Drainage Issue

     Postponed to review another bid

10.      Old Business:  Pond Plantings for March/Lakes Committee

     Postponed.  

           Lakes and Landscaping Committees are presently a combined committee and a 

           call for more volunteers to separate is appropriate due to the work load  Bernie 

           Embden volunteered to put out a request on the website for Lake Committee 

           volunteers.

11.      Old Business:  Landscape Maintenance Bids

     By motion Bernie Embden/second by Frank Credendino to accept Raymows’

     bid for Landscaping Maintenance Services with provision that a Raymow

     representative, at supervisory level, attends landscaping committee meetings

     every month (as needed).  Motion carried unopposed with input from Adam 

     Kemp that Board will not tolerate Raymow not living up to new expectations

     of them and they will be accountable to the landscaping committee. 

12.      Old Business:  Individual Lot Utility Easement Tree Planting

     Postponed as County is requiring a lot more paperwork than expected.

13.      Old Business: County Park Improvements

     Leigh to obtain prices for 4 additional basketball hoops at existing adult court and

     2 additional basketball hoops for children’s court and one additional swing set 

     from approved County vendors.

14.      Old Business: Deer Run County Acceptance of Private Roads/Special Street

           Lighting Dirstrict

           Leigh updated Board that per Mallory Hodge an inspection would take place next 

           week of the roadway and their findings will be relayed to us.  In the meantime we

           have received notification that the special street lighting application for Phase 2A

           Unit 1 was successful.

15.      Old Business: East Hampton Development/Signs

           Trespassers have been viewed regularly fishing in the pond.  The Board 

           agreed that signage is appropriate.  10 “Private Property/No Trespassing” must be

           ordered and installed on all “outside” accessible ponds and a sign for the park.

16. New Business: SWFWMD Requirements

Heidt & Assoc have completed their inspection in response to SWFWMD requirements and submitted 2 of the 4 permits.  Upon completion of work required at two ponds they will complete the outstanding responses.

17. New Business: Bottle Brush removal for Canary Date Palms

There are 11 Date Palms which are hindered by Bottle Brush trees and the Board

agreed that instead of removing the trees that they should be trimmed to shrub/hedge height and maintained as shrubs.

18. New Business: Easter Event/Garage Sale

A puppet show has been secured for $200 for the Easter Event, which will be reimbursed through the County Mini Grant.  

Leigh advised that Goodwill had been in contact and will have trailers parked at

the Park parking bays on the day of the Garage Sale only to accept any unsold

items for a tax receipt.

19. New Business: Security Patrolling

The Board reviewed a proposal from Provident Security and By motion Adam Kemp/second by Bernie Embden and carried 4 to 1 to accept Plan III for a month trial period at $13.50 plus tax per patrol as needed.  Frank Credendino opposed the motion.  Patrol times were agreed on and program to commence as soon as possible.

20. New Business: Committee Appreciation Dinner

By motion Adam Kemp/second by Frank Marino to approve funds in the amount of “not to exceed” $2,500 for this 2nd Annual event to be held mid-May (date to be secured).

21. Other
Boulders to be placed on corner of Coral Berry and Westwood Lakes Blvd to deter

vehicles parking and causing ruts on this common area.

22. The meeting was motioned by Adam Kemp to adjourn at 9:31pm
