16. New Business:  Homeowner question relative to pool pump noise

The Board all agreed that a/c equipment made more noise and that it was not

necessary to stipulate that covers be mandatory for all future pool equipment.

17. New Business: Ducks in Sawgrass

Wildlife authorities must handle this matter if a responsible homeowner is not found.

18. Old/New Business: Deerberry Fence

Three bids were reviewed and by motion Chuck Fuller/second by Greg Gelyon and unopposed to rescind previous meeting’s motion on the subject.  By motion Adam Kemp/second by Frank Credendino to approve an amount not to exceed $1000 to move the existing fence on the property to the Owner’s property line in order to resolve the matter…carried unopposed.

19. New Business: ACC Request

By motion Adam Kemp/second by Frank Credendino and carried unopposed that all future Architectural Request Forms shall have stated thereon that they are valid for 6 months from date of Approval.  The website copy to be updated accordingly.    

20. Other

The Board agreed that they were not prepared to pay the increase of 50c per patrol requested for increased gas prices by Provident Security;

Chuck Fuller raised his concern that Raymow was not adequately managing the irrigation system and requested that a certified letter be sent to identify violations of their contractual obligation towards the irrigation system, uplimbing of trees and non adherence to water restrictions.  Discussion took place and the Landscaping Committee agreed to contact them and request immediate attention to rectify;

The Board conveyed to the Lakes Committee that all areas that are mowed fall under the responsibility of the Landscaping Committee;

Lori Kahle, Editor of the Town Crier, announced that even though she had sold her home at Westwood Lakes she wished to continue with the production of the Town Crier.  The majority present was agreeable to the continued relationship with her.

There being no further business the meeting was duly adjourned by motion Adam Kemp at 8:45pm
