3.       Motion by Adam Kemp/second by Frank Credendino and carried

            unopposed to accept Dave Gursky’s resignation and retain a 7 member

            Board until the next Annual Meeting when the number of Board members 

            can be revisited.

4.       By motion Adam Kemp/seconded by Bernie Embden that the reading of the

 
previous Meeting held March 8, 2005, be waived and approved as read.

5.         Committee Reports

Landscaping Committee: 

Board approved/agreed to the following:-

· By motion Bernie Embden/second Frank Credendino and carried unopposed to trim bottlebrush plantings along Westwood Lakes berm to a height of 8’ and not 6’ as stated on bid and the amount should not exceed $4,400.00
· Pond & Landscaping Committee have finalized pond tree plantings relocation to 7 groups of 3 with 10ft centers – group locations to be staked for contractor 

· Board requested price for 3x3 size boulders for berm consideration

Lakes Committee:  

· By motion Adam Kemp/second Frank Credendino to commence pond 

structure erosion work for ponds #2, 4, 6, 9, 14 & 16 for an amount not to 

exceed $9,650 submitted by Water Flow contingent other expected bid 

does not reflect bid exceeding more than 10% less of Water Flows.  

· The Board unanimously agreed that Pond #1 can be stocked with triploid carp upon receipt of renewed permit for an amount not to exceed $100.00

· The Board agreed that Tru Green services can be secured for the 7 visible lakes cleanup inclusive of entire water surface. 
Architectural Committee:

Board agreed for Committee to revisit the adopted color wheel and that for the

interim period the approved colors remain.
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By motion Bernie Embden/second by Adam Kemp and carried unopposed 

that the “pool deposit” be renamed to “All Major Construction Projects

Deposit” and that the amount be increased from $500 to $1,000 effective after 

circulating notice of change to homeowners via newsletter.

Attorney advice to be requested regarding legality to request a performance bond 

from homeowners contractors who perform poorly and with complete disregard

for both Association and homeowners’ property. 

Compliance Committee:

After a Compliance committee presentation the Board agreed unanimously 

to approve and accept Option 3 of the presented proposal for a trial 6-month

period namely Web Hosting Option at the following cost: set up fee $550;

monthly fee $200; training fee $50/hour.  The service provides remote link 

for members to use Tops for CC&R Access provided by AMP.
