3.       By motion Adam Kemp /seconded by Frank Credendino that the reading

of the previous Meeting held August 9, 2005, be waived and approved as 

read. 

4.         Hearing Committee Report

Case 14320SF: Homeowner did not make appearance at scheduled Hearing and therefore the Committee determined that the $300 fine assessed for landscaping issues shall remain collectable.

Architectural Appeals/Issues for Board Ruling:-


Case 14819CB:  The Board agreed unanimously to permit fence to extend 6”11”

up left hand side of home and 4’11” up right hand side of home for the purpose of

fencing in bedroom windows close to both rear corners of home.

Case 14817CB:  The Board agreed unanimously to deny this appeal and the 

homeowner is required to remove existing fencing which extends up both sides of

the house.  Homeowner must resubmit for fencing, which must commence from 

rear corners of the dwelling.

Case 12820TF:  The Board agreed unanimously to deny fencing which extends up

right hand side of home.  Existing right hand side fence must be removed and

homeowner must resubmit for fencing of this side to commence from rear corner

of dwelling and such fencing must be confined to within his lot dwelling lines.

Case 12752WWL:  The Board agreed unanimously to approve left hand side

fencing to extend 9’ for the purpose of covering a kitchen window located near 

the rear corner of the dwelling and which looks directly onto neighbor’s screen 

enclosed area.

Case 14639CW:  The Board agreed unanimously to approve 10’-11’ fencing up

left hand side of home for the purpose of fencing in wall mounted electric unit, 

pool pump and heat pump.  The right hand side fencing was also approved to 

commence a downspout away from the rear corner of the original dwelling 

(sunroom addition excluded).

Case 12703PW:  The Board agreed unanimously to approve the fencing on this 

property which was submitted during time of management change and not 

received or processed.
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By motion Bernie Embden/second by Adam Kemp and carried unanimously 

to provide the Architectural Committee the following guidelines with respect

to fencing applications:

a) The Committee shall use best judgement for fencing applications which identify fence extending between 0ft to 6ft from rear corner(s) of the dwelling;

b) The Committee shall only approve fencing applications which identify fence extending up to 10ft from rear corner(s) of the dwelling if such fencing shall be for a valid purpose such as to fence in a bedroom window. 

c) The Committee shall refer all fencing applications, which identify fencing extending in excess of 10ft from rear corner(s) of the dwelling to the Board for ruling.
